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Introduction
Not of this World

In John 1833 Pil ate asked Jesus, “ Art thou the King of the Jews?” Thenin 1836 it says,
“J esus answered, My kingdom is not of thisworld: if my kingdom were of thisworld, then
would my servantsfight, that | should not be delivered to the Jews. but now is my kingdom
not from hence”

The kingdom of God is not aworldly kingdom. It does not operate acording to the way
worldly kingdoms operate. The kingdoms of this world operate through the flesh. All creaures of
this world are of flesh, and operate acording to their mind, their intelled, reasoning, natura
knowledge and uncerstanding. The kingdoms of thisworld need netural thingsto operate. (Tolive
and operatein the kingdoms of thisworld, apersonmust have aphysica body, made of the dements
of the eath (Gen. 27,19).

Here iswisdom. Of the dust of the groundthe LORD God formed the fowl of the ar, the
beasts of the field, and every living creaure on the sixth day (Gen. 219). That same sixth day the
LORD God formed mankind. Dominion oneath was given to mankind, nd to the fowl of the ar,
not to the beasts of the field, and al'so na to Satan, “the god of thisworld” (2 Cor. 4:4).

Of all the aeduresthat the LORD God creaed dof this eath, daninion was given to man.
Satan could na get man’sdominion oneath. Hedoes not have aphysicd body made of the dust of
the eath.

When Jesus cameinto thisworld, Hewasborn of awoman, banin theflesh (whereby Jesus
had a physicd body of flesh). Jesustook daminion ower al the works of the devil. Thiswas gpoken
of in Psalm 8:4-9. Psalm 8:4 says, “W hat isman, that thou art mindful of him? and the son of
man, that thou visitest him?” Jesusisthe Son d Man. Adam was nat “the son of man.” Thisis
confirmed in Hebrews 2:6-9. God usited the Son d Man and empowered Him with the Holy Spirit
and He overcome the Devil . Through deah, Jesus destroyed the Devil (Heb. 214). Hebrews 2:6-9
says, “W hat is man, that thou art mindful of him? o the son of man, that thou visitest
him?... Thou madest him a little lower than the angels; thou crownedst him with glory and
honour, and didst set him over thewor ksof thy hands:...Thou hast put all thingsin subjedion
under hisfed. For in that he put all in subjedion under him, he left nothing that is not put
under him. But now we seenot yet all thingsput under him....But we seeJesus, who wasmade
alittlelower than the angelsfor the suffering of death, crowned with glory and honour; that
he by the grace of God should taste death for every man.” Be caeful of those who tead that
Psalm Eight is ge&king of Adam.

Jesusis“theL ORD of lordsand theKing o kings,” for God hath exalted Hishame &ove
every name, “ That at thename of Jesusevery kneeshould bow, of thingsin heaven, and things
in earth, and thingsunder the erth” (Phil. 2:10).

Although Satan isthe god d thisworld, he must bow to the Name of Jesus. Satan must bow
to the Name of Jesus. The Name of Jesusisabove every name, including the names of every demon,
or spiritual force that operates in the heavens and oneath. Every demon d infirmity, sickness
disease, wickedness or any other of Satan’s demons must bow to the Name of Jesus. In 1John 38
it says, “ For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of
the devil .”



When Jesus came into this world as the Son d Man, He did na come to set up aworldly
kingdom as many of the Jewsthought Hewould. The Jewsdid nd recognize Jesus astheir Messah
(Christ) (Son d God,comeintheflesh of man). They werelooking for aking like King David who
would come and set them free of the Roman captivity. They were looking for a king who would
comein theflesh and kettle for them in the natural redm of thisworld. Therefore, when Jesus came
asthe King of the fourteenth generationfrom the carying away into Babylon (Matt. 1.17), they did
nat know Him. Jesuswasthere anong them doing theworks of the Kingdom (setting the peoplefree
of the works of the Devil) and they did na know Him.

Through Jesus' deah and resurredion He defeaed Satan and destroyed the works of the
Devil. It was necessary for Jesus to be put to deah in the flesh that He uld arise ayain from the
deal, and kecome the firstborn of many brethren (Rom. 8:29; Col. 1:15).

Pontius Pilate did not know Jesus as “Christ,” the Anointed One. The Jews did na know
Jesusas“Christ” the Anointed One. The Chief Priestsdid na know Jesusas*® Christ” the Anointed
One. King Herod dd na know Jesusas“Christ” the Anointed One. Theworld today doesnat know
Jesus as “Christ” the Anainted One.

Even many Christianstoday do nd know Jesusas* Christ” the Anointed One. They areborn
again into the family of God, bu they do nd know Jesus as“ Christ,” the Anointed One (the head
of the body of Christ here on eath). Many Christians only know Jesus as “Savior,” but not as
“LORD.”

When Jesus beaomes “LORD” in ou lives, then we will know Him for Who He truly is,
“LORD and Savior” of al who kelieve on His Name.

TheKingdom of Godisnat of thisworld. The Kingdom of God daesnat operate by flesh and
blood. The Kingdom of God operatesin the spiritua redm, na the natural redm. The Kingdom of
God operates by the anointing of the Holy Spirit working in and through those who submit
themselves unto God and permit the Holy Spirit to use them to dothe will of God here on eath.

TheKingdom of Godcould na comeurtil Jesuswasglorified (John 739). Thepricefor our
redemption needed to be paid before the Holy Spirit could dwell i n our eathly bodes of flesh and
blood.A new spirit had to first be given, then the fulnessof the Godhead could take up residence
in ou spirit and we beaome dhildren of God through the new birth.

Even thowgh we still have aphysicd body of flesh and Hood,the Kingdom of God can and
does operate from within us. The Kingdom of God abides in ou spirit, na in ou flesh. In 1
Corinthians 1550 it says, “Now this | say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the
kingdom of God; neither doth corr uption inherit incorr uption.” The Kingdom of Godisnat in
our flesh and Hood. It isin ou new creaed spirit, which came down from heaven when we were
born again of the Spirit and the Word (John 36; 1 Peter 1:23).

TheKingdom of Godisnat of thisworld. The Kingdom of God daesnat operate by flesh and
blood, it operates by the anointing of the Holy Spirit from our spirit, whichisin us.

We do nd receve the Kingdom of God by works of the flesh. We receve the Kingdom of
God by “inheritance” We inherited the Kingdom of God from Jesus, Who ded for us.

An inheritance ca orly be given after the deah of the One who passssd that which is
inherited by those who are next of kin. Hebrews 9:15-17 spe&ks of our inheritance, by explaining,
“And for this cause heisthe mediator of the new testament, that by means of death, for the
redemption of the transgressons that were under the first testament, they which are called



might receve the promise of eternal inheritance...For where a testament is, there must also
of necesgty be the death of the testator....For a testament is of force after men are dead:
otherwiseit isof no strength at all whilethetestator liveth.”

Weareborn again into the family of God becaise of Jesus (the Son d Man in theflesh) who
defeaed Satan and oltained ou redemption. Foll owing the deah of Jesus (the Son d Man), al who
arein Christ can receve the inheritance of al that He purchased for us.

Those who do no know of their inheritancewill not receve of their inheritance It belongs
tothem. It istheirsby fad that they arein Christ. But, many Christians are till li ving like the world
lives, nat knowing how to recevethat whichisrightfully theirsin Christ Jesus. Some aestill trying
to gain favor with God by their works of the flesh. They are still trying to please God by obeying the
Law in the flesh.

We do nd obey the Law walking in theflesh. To obey the Law we must walk after the Spirit
and na after the flesh (Rom. 8:1-8). Circumcision d the flesh will profit nothing, it must be
circumcision of the heat. Romans 2:29 says, “But heis a Jew, which is one inwardly; and
circumcision isthat of theheart, in thespirit, and not in theletter; whose praiseisnot of men,
but of God.”

When our heat is right with God, then we will i nherit the kingdom prepared for us. Jesus
saidin Luke12:32,“Fear not, littleflock; for it isyour Father'sgoad pleasure to gveyou the
kingdom.” God wants to give us the Kingdom, but not by works of the flesh. We receve the
Kingdom by inheritance, by circumcision d the heat. When ou heat isto dothe will of God (nat
the will of the flesh), God will give usthe Kingdom (reign) of Godin ou lives. God will reignin
our liveswhen ou heat isto dothewill of God, nd our own will of the flesh.

AsJesusdid na doHisownwill (but Hedid orly thewill of the Father), we must also come
against the will of the flesh that the Holy Spirit can reign in ou lives here on eath.

The Kingdom of God is nat of this world. The Kingdom of God operates in the spiritual
redm, and the results are seen in the natural redm. All things have their beginning in the spirit
redm, and are manifest in the natural redm.

Inthe Kingdom of God, Christiansareto come against the works of the Devil i n the spiritual
redm, and changeswill appea inthenatural redm. Sicknessand dsease ae evil spirits(operations
of the Devil) in the spiritual redm. When Christians have faith in the Name of Jesus and come
against sicknessand dsease in the spirit redm, the demons will | eave and the sick will recover.

Every work of evil isawork of Satan in the spiritual redm. We caana overcome the works
of theDevil i nthe natural redm. It must bedoreinthe spiritual redm, by the Holy Spirit confirming
the Word with signs foll owing.

Man, of hisown ability does not have power over the works of the Devil . But, by the power
and authority given to usin the Name of Jesus, Satan has no paver over us.

The Churches must reaognize the spirits that operate within the congregations. There ae
lying spirits, mocking spirits, pride, religious irits, covetous, extortioners, etc. operating in many
Churches today. These must be overcome, na by the flesh, bu by taking authority in the redm of
the spirit.

Christians must come ajainst these spirits in the Name of Jesus and by the Blood d the
everlasting covenant. Anything that is not goodis not of God. All the works of the Devil must be
overcome by prayer and fasting among those who are born again and beptized in the Holy Spirit.



James 3:14-16 says, “ But if ye have bitter envying and strifein your hearts, glory not,
and lienot aganst thetruth...Thiswisdom descendeth not from above, but isearthly, sensual,
devili sh...For where envying and strifeis, thereisconfusion and every evil work.” Evil can only
be overcome by operating in the spiritual redm by the help of the Holy Spirit.

The power to overcome the works of the Devil i s only through the work of the Holy Spirit
inou lives. That power is“thereign of God” in ou lives. Godreignsin ou lives by the anointing
of theHoly Spirit (the same Spirit that Jesuswasanointed with). AsActs10:38says, “ God anointed
Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power: who went about doing goal, and
healing all that were oppressd of the devil; for God was with him.” We neeal this same
anointing of the Holy Spirit with the same power, to overcome the works of the Devil in ou lives.

The Kingdom of Godis nat of thisworld. It has come down from heaven to operate in this
world through Christians who permit the Holy Spirit to anoint them with the power to defed the

enemy. The Kingdom of God operates in the spiritual redm, andits effeds are seen in the natural
redm.



THE MOTIVE
OF THE KINGDOM

What isthe motive of the Kingdom of God? Evidently, it isLOVE. We seethat Godislove.
In 1 John 48 it says, “Hethat loveth not knoweth not God; for God islove.” Being that Godis
love, if anything is of God, it must include love.

We know that God canna fail. The Scriptures tead that love never fails. In 1 Corinthians
138it says, “ Love never fail s. But whether there are prophedes, they will fail; whether there
are tongues, they will cease; whether thereis knowledge, it will vanish away” (NKJV). Even
some of those things that are of God will passaway. Prophedes will fail. Tongues will cease.
Knowledge will vanish away. Y et, love never fails.

When we look at the nine fruit of the Spirit in Galatians 5:22,23 thefirst oneislove. When
we consider faith, Romans 1:17 says, “... The just shall live by faith.” In Galatians 5:6 it says,
“...faith which worketh by love.” Ephesians 3:17 says, “ That Christ may dwell in your hearts
by faith; that ye, being rooted and grounded in love.”

InRomans5:5it says, “...theloveof God is shed abroad in our heartsby theHoly Ghost
which is given unto us.” There is ssmething abou the love of God that the world does not
understand. Godislove. Hisloveis dhed abroad in ou heats by the Holy Spirit. It isthefirst of all
nine fruit of the Spirit. Love never fails. Our faith works by love.

Why isthis © important for Christians to uncerstand? Because we must love God the way
Helovesus. Hislove must return to Him from our heats. From our heat we must love God kecaise
Hefirst loved us. Love must be our motive for life here on eath and also in eternity.

We must understandlove. We must apply love in theright manner andfor theright purpose.
In 1John 215-17it says, “L ove not theworld, neither thethingsthat are in theworld. If any
man lovetheworld, the love of the Father isnot in him....For all that isin theworld, thelust
of the flesh, and the lust of the g/es, and the pride of life, is not of the Father, but is of the
world... And theworld passth away, and the lust thereof: but he that doeth the will of God
abideth for ever.” Jesuswastaking abou the endtimeswhen He said in Matthew 24:12,,"...the
love of many shall wax cold.” The Apostle Paul wrote in 1 Timothy 6:10, “...the love of
money isthe root of all evil.” Being that the love of money istheroaot of al evil we can seewhy
Judas Iscariot betrayed Jesus. All evil comesfrom the Devil. Therefore, we could aso say, the Devil
isconneded with the love of money. We seethisaso in Acts 5:1-11, where Ananias and Sapphra
let Satan fill their heatsto lieto the Holy Spirit concerning money.

Let us as Christians walk in love (the true love that God desires for usto walk in). Let the
love of God flow through us by the anointing of the Holy Spirit within us.



The Kingdom

Jesus said in John 35, “Verily, verily, | say unto theg Except a man be born of water
and of theSpirit, he annot enterintothekingdom of God.” Thewords*kingdom of God” would
be better understoodif they were transated “reign of God.”

Godislove (“agape” in the Greek). “ L ove sufferslong and iskind; love does not envy;
love does not parade itself, isnot puffed up;...does not behave rudely, does not seek its own,
isnot provoked, thinksno evil;...does not rejoicein iniquity, but rejoicesin thetruth;...bears
all things, believesall things, hopesall things, enduresall things’ (1 Cor. 133-7,NKJV). When
we understand what Love (agape) is then we can understand God and the kingdom of God.

God does nat reign in the lives of people who are nat willi ng to give Him permissgon and
authority to reign in their lives. We begin to give God authority to reign in ou lives when we ae
born again o the Spirit of GodandtheWord of God (John 35, 1Peter 1:23). Being that Godislove,
andwestill have afreewill t o chocsewhowill be Godin our lives, Christians can still permit Satan
toreignintheir lives.

Our entranceinto the kingdom of Godisobtained by our chocsing to permit Godtoreignin
our lives on adaily basis. This chocsing to let God reign in ou lives is ssmething we must do
individually. Therefore,in dangso Acts14:22informsusthat “ ...throughmuchtribulationwe enter
into the kngdamof God.” In 2Timothy 3:12it tellsus, “ Yea, and all that will li vegodly in Christ
Jesusshall suffer perseaution.” Why isit thisway? Simply, because Satan isthe god d thisworld
and we ae dtill i n thisworld. Perseautions will come if we ae determined to live godly in Christ
Jesus. Satan dcoes all he can to control what we doin thisworld.

Satan, being the god o thisworld from the beginning, has power over everyonewhoisborn
of theflesh (John 36). Thisiswhy some il dren are born into thisworld with physicd and mental
defeds. InJohn 92,3Jesus’ disciplesasked Him, “...saying, Master, who did sin, thisman, or his
parents, that he was born blind?...Jesus answered, Neither hath this man sinned, nor his
parents: but that the works of God should be made manifest in him.”

Many have been taught by “thetree of knowledge of goad and evil” (Gen. 217), that the
sins of people ae the cause of all the works of the devil. The Devil does what he does sSmply
becaise heisthe Devil. Heisthe god d thisworld. He has supernatural powers greaer than man.
He does nat have any love (agape). 1 Corinthians 13:4-7 dces not apply to the Devil, he does nat
have any of these dtributes.

Y et, the Devil does come to people a an angel of light (2 Cor. 11:14). He uses people who
claim to be serving Godto teat his doctrines. Some of these doit ignorantly, othersfor self gain.

Until Christiansknow Godand His Word, they are open targetsfor Satan to have control in
their lives. Thase who justify themselves and what they do based upontheir knowledge and
understanding of the Scriptures could be walking in darknesswithou knowing it (1 John 16,7).

Multitudes of God's children are in bonage for aladk of knowledge (Hosea4:6). They
operate acmrding to their thoughts and their ways, na knowing or understanding the Word of God
inIsaiah 558,9,which says, “ For my thoughtsare not your thoughts, neither are your waysmy
ways, saith theLORD....For asthe heavensare higher than the earth, so are my ways higher
than your ways, and my thoughtsthan your thoughts.” When Isaiah 558,9waswritten, God dd
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not explain wheretheir thoughtscamefrom. Heonly informed them that they were not Histhoughts.
In Ephesians 2:2,3we ae told where the thoughts of those who are not walking in the light come
from. It says, “W herein in time past yewalked accor ding tothe courseof thisworld, according
to the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that now worketh in the dildren of
disobedience...Amongwhom also weall had our conversation in timespast in thelustsof our
flesh, fulfilli ng the desires of the flesh and of the mind; and were by nature the dildren of
wrath, even as others.”

Inthekingdom of God, Christians canna operate acording to their thoughtsandtheir ways.
Neither can they dotheir ownwill . Jesus st the example of operating in the kingdom of God. Jesus
made the foll owing statements concerning how He lived. Jesus said, “1 can of mine own self do
nothing” (John 530). “1 seek not mine own will, but the will of the Father” (John5:30). “My
meat istodo thewill of him that sent me” (John 434). “ The Son can do nothing of himself, but
what he sedh the Father do” (John 519). “I do nothing of myself; but as my Father hath
taught me, | speak thesethings’ (John 828). “I speak to the world those things which | have
heard of him” (John 826) “| speak that which | haveseen with my Father” (John 838).“1 came
down from heaven, not to do mine own will, but the will of him that sent me” (John 638). “I
have not spoken of myself; but the Father which sent me, he gave me a commandment, what
| should say, and what | should speak” (John 1249). These ae examples of how to livein the
kingdom of God here on eath.

Either Godisin control or “man thinks heisin control,” of histhoughts and hisways (Isa.
55:8,9). Towalk inthelight as Godisin the light, we must put Godin control of our thoughts and
our ways. In 1John1:5-7 it says, “ Thisthen isthe message which we have heard of him, and
dedare unto you, that God islight, and in him isno darknessat all....If we say that we have
fellowship with him, and walk in darkness welie, and do not thetruth:...But if wewalk in the
light, asheisin thelight, we havefell owship onewith another, and the blood of Jesus Christ
his Son cleanseth usfrom all sin.” Thisisthe kingdom of God here oneath. Sinisin the world,
but by walking in the light asHeisin thelight, Christians are deansed from all sin by the blood d
Jesus Christ.

Christianswho dotheir ownwill , using the Scripturesto justify their adionsare not walking
in thelight (1 John 15-7). God canna have fellowship with darkness(2 Cor. 6:14-16).

There ae many in the body of Christ whotry to justify themselves and what they do wsing
Scripture versesastheir meansof justificaion. They justify themselvesandacaise othersbased upon
their ownwill and desires. Thisisawork of “thetree of knowledge of goad and evil.” Thisiswhat
Adam and Eve did after they submitted to the god d thisworld (Gen. 312,13. We caanad justify
ourselves by using Scripture verses. We can orly be justified by what God has dore for usin His
Son, Christ Jesus. To bejustified by what God has dore for us, we must walk in thelight asHeis
inthelight (1 John 15-7).

The Kingdom of Godisnat aworldly kingdom. It does not operate acording to theway the
world’s kingdoms operate. It does nat operate from the minds of people. It does not function by the
will of man.

The Kingdom of Godisthe “reign of God,” reigning oneath asit also reignsin heaven. It
reigns by love, which is the very love of God flowing through all who enter into the Kingdom of
God.



Every Christianisapart of “thebody of Christ.” But not every Christianisin “the Kingdom
of God.” Thosewhoareinthe Kingdom of God have overcometheworld, by overcoming thedesires
of theflesh andtheworld. These have seen the vision d God (thewill of Godfor their lives). They
havelaid down their livesthat the Holy Spirit can bein control of everything they do hereoneath.

We must seethingsin thisworld from the view of heavenly things. We must have the same
visionthat God hes for our lives. We must enter into the Kingdom of God and dothe will of God
the Father in ou lives.

Jesus set the examplefor us. We must foll ow the example Jesus <t in Hislifehereoneath.

Remember, Phili ppians 2:13 says, “ For it isGod which worketh in you both towill and todo of
hisgoad pleasure.”
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
