In 1John 17 it says, “ But if wewalk in thelight, asheisin thelight, we havefell owship
onewith another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth usfrom all sin.” Why isit so
important that we have fell owship with God?

In the Epistle of 1 John,it istalking abou having fell owship with God. Theworld does nat
have this fellowship with God. Only Christians can have this fell owship with God.

What many people do nd understandisthat “...God isLove’ (1 John 48). In 1John 48t
says, “ Hethat loveth not knoweth not God; for God islove.” The Greek word for “love” used in
thisverseis“agape.” Agape, inthe Greek istalking abou thelove of God. Theworld dcesnat have
thelove of Godinthem. Only Christians have thelove of Godinthem. This“love” isthefirst of the
fruit of the Spirit which isgiven to Christianswhen they are born again of the Spirit of God andthe
Word of God. Gaatians 5:22,23 says, “But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace
longsuffering, gentleness goadness faith,..Meekness temperance aganst such thereisno
law.”

Whenwewalk in “thelove of God” wehave“...righteousness peace, and joyin theHoly
Spirit” (Rom. 1417). Thisisbecaise the kingdom of Godis"...righteousness peace, and joy in
theHoly Spirit.” Christianswho do nowalk inthelight “asGodisinthelight” will not experience
“...righteousness peace, and joy in the Holy Spirit.”

Godislove, andGodwantsall Hischildrento experienceHis*...righteousness peace, and
joyin theHoly Spirit.” But, to experience God s “...righteousness peace, and joy in the Holy
Spirit,” Christians must walk in the love of God.

Lookin 1John 14-6, and seetheimportance of walking in the light. In 1 John 14 it says,
“And these thingswrite we unto you, that your joy may befull.” Versefour explainswhy it is
so important to understand versesfive and six. To have our joy full, we must understand what it is
talking abou in 1 John 15,6, whereit says, “ Thisthen isthe message which we have heard of
him, and dedare unto yau, that God islight, and in him isno darknessat all...If we say that
we have fellowship with him, and walk in darkness welie, and do not the truth.”

If Christians walk in darknessthey canna have fell owship with God, for “...God islight,
andin himisnodarknessat all.” Thisisvery important to uncerstand,for withou fell owship with
God, Satan will control our lives. If Satanisin control of our lives, where will we end upwhen we
leave this eath? We shoud consider the end results of what will happen to Christians who do nd
have fell owship with God.

Fell owship with Godisvery important in thislife. In writing to the seven Churchesin Asia,
we are told haw that Jesus, will return and judge the Churches and the Pastors of the Churches
acording to al that iswritten in the Scriptures.

Noticein Revelation 34,5therewereonly “a few” inthe Church of Sardisthat “would na”
have their names blotted ou of the Book d Life. What abou the rest of those in the Church of



Sardis? What would happen to them?

The same Apostle John,whowrote the Gospel of John,also wrote the Epistles of John,and
the book d Revelation. If we believe the Gospel of John,then we shoud aso believe the Epistles
of Johnandthe Book d Revelation.

Let uslean from the Epistles of John, hav to walk in the light as Godisin the light. Then
we can havefellowship with Godandlivein®...righteousness peace, and joyin theHoly Spirit”
(Rom. 1417).

WALK INTHE LIGHT

There seans to be alot of misunderstanding among Christians today concerning “sin and
righteousness” Thereforeit isimportant to understand that “Christians do have sinin their lives.”
Even though Jesus took al our sinsandiniquitiesuponHimself and paid the pricefor us, that does
nat mean Christians are withou sin. What it does mean isthat by Grace Christians can have their
sinswashed away by the Blood d the Lamb, “if they continuein true fell owship with God.” But, if
Christianswalk in darkness their sinswill remain.

Christians can only be deansed from all sin“by walking in thelight” as Godisin thelight.
In 1John1:8-10it says, “ If we say that we have no sin, we decave ourselves, and thetruth is
not in us...If we confessour sins, heisfaithful and just toforgiveusour sins, and to cleanse us
from all unrighteousness..If wesay that wehavenot sinned, wemakehim aliar, and hisword
isnot in us.”

Until Christians understand the importance of walking in the light, Satan will have an
advantage over them. Christians can easily be taken in the snare of the Devil, by not knowing the
truth of the Word of God, concerning the blood d Jesus Christ, and haw it sets us freg “when we
walk in thelight” as Godisin the light.

Many Christians today are praying and praying, and even having others pray for them and
their prayers are nat being answered. God is not obligated to answer the prayers of Christians who
are nat walking in the light. Thereis noin-between. When Christians are nat walking in the light,
they are walking in darkness When Christians are walking in darknessthey are ac¢ually having
fellowship with Satan (whois the ruler of the darknessof this world).

Jesus said, “ No man can servetwo masters: for either hewill hatethe one, and lovethe
other; or else he will hold to the one, and despise the other. Ye @annot serve God and
mammon” (Matt. 6:24). In Romans 6:16it says, “ Know yenot, that towhom yeyield your selves
servants to dbey, his frvants ye are to whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, or of
obedienceunto righteousness?”

What will be the endresultsif Christians continue to walk in darkness? Christians need to
study the Scriptures and make sure they understand the covenant we have with God through Jesus
Christ. Christians need to understand “the blood d Jesus Christ,”and what it does for thase “who
walk in the light” and what it does nat do for those who walk in darkness

Let usgoto 1John 21,2, whereit says, “ My little children, thesethingswritel unto yau,
that ye sin not. And if any man sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the
righteous...And heisthe propitiation for our sins: and not for oursonly, but also for thesins



of thewholeworld.”

The Blood d Jesus Christ and the Graceof God are here for those “whowalk in the light.”
If we walk in the light and we missthe mark, “...we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus
Christ the righteous.” An advocaeis meonewhowill present our case before the Father on our
behalf. ThisisGrace for thosewhoarewalkinginthelight, and missthe mark. According to 1John
1:9,“If we confessour sins, heisfaithful and just toforgiveusour sins, and to cleanseusfrom
all unrighteousness”

Therecould be amisunderstanding among some Christians, thinking confesson d their sins
cleanses usfrom all sin. Jesus sid, “...repentanceand remisgon of sins should be preached in
his name among dl nations, beginning at Jerusalem” (Luke 24:47). Confesson alone withou
repentance does not seem to be what Jesus taught. To the seven Churchesin Asia Jesus kept saying
“Repent,” nat just “confess”

If youwill noticein 1John 22, it said, “ And heisthe propitiation for our sins: and not
for oursonly, but alsofor thesinsof thewholeworld.” If repentancewas not necessary then the
wholeworld would be saved and everyonewould go to heaven. But anyone studying their Scriptures
knowsthat isnat going to happen. Jesus sid, “ Enter yein at the strait gate: for wideisthe gate,
and broad is the way, that leadeth to destruction, and many there be which go in
thereat.. Because strait isthe gate, and narr ow is the way, which leadeth unto life, and few
therebethat find it” (Matt. 7:13,14. If only afew will enter into heaven, then it doesnat seem the
Blood d Jesuswill cleanse the whole world, even when it was $ed for the whole world.

Therefore, it isimportant to understand what it means by having fellowship with God and
walking in thelight as Godisin thelight. In 1John 23,4it says, “ And hereby we do know that
weknow him, if wekeg hiscommandments...Hethat saith, | know him, and keepeth not his
commandments, isaliar, and thetruth isnot in him.”

Jesus gave us commandments that we shoud keep. If we do nd keg His commandments
and we say we know God, then we ae aliar andthetruthisnaot in us. If thetruthisnat in us, then
what isin us? Evidently, what isinthosewho do nowalk inthelight isaliar, and Satan isthe father
of lies (John 844). It seemsthat “just as Christians got in Christ by receving Him, they could also
get out of Christ by recaving the father of lies into their lives.” Many Christians do nd want to
believethis, bu it would be better to walk in thelight and kegp up our fell owship with God than to
take a tanceby not walking in the light.

Therefore, 1 John 2:5,6 says, “ But whoso keepeth hisword, in him verily isthe love of
God perfeded: hereby know we that we are in him...He that saith he abideth in him ought
himself also sotowalk, even ashewalked.” TheFirst Epistleof John kegpstalkingabou “thelove
of God.” It isimportant that the love of God abidesin us.

For the love of Godto abide in us, “we must walk in thelight as Godisinthelight.” In 1
John2:15-17it says, “Lovenot theworld, neither thethingsthat are in theworld. If any man
lovetheworld, thelove of the Father isnot in him...For all that isin theworld, thelust of the
flesh, and the lust of the e/es, and the pride of life, is not of the Father, but is of the
world...And the world passth away, and the lust thereof: but he that doeth the will of God
abideth for ever.”

When studying the Scriptures, it isimportant to understand all that is sid in the verses we
are studying. One of the greaest mistakes many Christians make in studying the Scripturesis not



considering the oppasite of what is said. Take for instancewhereit says, “...but hethat doeth the
will of God abideth for ever.” What abou those who do na do the will of God? Will they still
abide with God forever? It does not say they will . It impliesthat only those who dothe will of God
will abidefor ever.

Lookat what Jesus said in Matthew 7:21,“ Not every onethat saith untome, Lord, Lord,
shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which isin
heaven.” Iswhat it saysin Matthew 7:21 any different than what it saysin 1John 217? It seans
they both agree ad are spe&king of the same subjed (eterndl lifein heaven).

What isthemainsubjed of 1 John 215-17talking abou? It istalking abou “who dowelove
more, theworld o God”? We could say, it istaking abou who dowe serve, the world or God?

If the love of the Father isnot in us, what will happen with ou fell owship with God? Can
we still have fellowship with God if the love of God the Father isnot in us?

Lookat what Jesus said in Revelation 24,5, Neverthelessl have somewhat aganst theg
because thou hast left thy first love...Remember therefore from whencethou art fallen, and
repent, and do the first works; or else | will come unto thee quickly, and will remove thy
candlestick out of hisplace except thou repent.” Jesus said, if the Church doesnat “repent,” He
will “...come unto theequickly, and will remove thy candlestick out of hisplace..”

It sure looks like it is important that we keeo the love of God the Father alivein us at all
times. This canna be dore withou fell owship with God the Father and His Son, Jesus Christ.

Let metell youwhat happenedinmy lifein 1979.Thiscould help youto understand why |
also believeit isimportant to keep up ou fell owship with God the Father and Jesus Christ, His Son.

Shortly after | receved Jesus as my LORD and Savior, | experienced a wonderful
supernatural manifestation d the power of Godinmy life. | had just receved the LORD into my life
on a Thursday evening. The following Sunday, in the &ternoon,| was stting on my davenpart,
watching television. | just wanted to relax for awhile dter finishing the noonmed.

As | sat onthe davenpart, al of asudden | foundmyself standing in the douds abowve the
eath. | looked down onthe eath below and saw all the property | owned. | saw people in the
Olympics, diving from a high tower into a pool below, simply to recave ameta for ther
acomplishments. Asl looked upfrom the doudI was ganding on, | saw abright light shining down
from abowe. | head avoicesay to me, “ All of thiswill passaway, the only thing that will matter is
your relationship to Me.” That voicel head, | was sure it was the LORD spe&ing to me.

After | head thevoice, | was suddenly badk in my body onthe davenpart in my living room.
This experiencetook sometime. For, while | was upin the douds, my youngest son cameinto the
house and asked for the keys to my vehicle, to get my tods to fix hisbicycle. He told me, hefirst
cameinto ask mefor thekeys, bu he could na awake me. So, knaving | would nad mind im using
the todsin my vehicle, he took the keys out of my pocket. Then he went and got the todls. When
he came badk into the house to give me the keys badk, he said, he still could na awake me. So, he
put the keys bad into my pocket and went out to work on hHs bicycle.

After | came badk into my body, | saw my two sons working on their bicycles and |
wondered, how did they get the tods out of my vehicle? After asking them, that is when my
yourgest sontold me, he muld na awake meto ask me for the keys, andlater, he could na awake
me to tell me he had the toadls.

Godisapersonal Godto every one of His Children. God daes everything He can to help,



guide, comfort, lead, andtead us. The Holy Spirit isour personal teader, sent from the Father and
the Sonto teat us all things. When God looks a our heat, and ou willi ngnessto doHiswill, He
will sometimes go to the extremes that we will know and follow Hiswill for our lives.

God swill i sthat nore aelost. But it isupto us (individualy), if wewill doHiswill. God
islove, and will not force aayoneto doHiswill.

If we aetowak inthelight asHeisinthelight, it must be our will to doso. If welovethe
world and the things of this world more than we love God the Father, thereis nothing God can do
to kegp us from walking in darkness

In 1 John 218,19it says, “Little dildren, it isthe last time: and as ye have heard that
antichrist shall come, even now are theremany antichrists; whereby weknow that it isthelast
time...They went out from us, but they were not of us; for if they had been of us, they would
no doubt have mntinued with us: but they went out, that they might be made manifest that
they werenot all of us.”

This subject of the antichrist is much too large to go into detail s at this time in this Mini-
book.Wewill get intoitinsomedetail | ater when weget into 1John 41-7.Yet, in short at thistime
it iIsimportant to ndice, it does not say “anti-Jesus,” but rather “antichrist.”

Some beli eve andtead that theword “antichrist” means“against the Messah (Whois Jesus
Christ).” They could beright in oreresped, bu we must also consider the subjed matter of 1 John
2:17through 1John 229.Includedinthe subjea of the antichrist isthe anointing of the Holy Spirit,
which is the Holy Spirit Himself (1 John 227). Therefore, the word “antichrist” could also be
spe&king of many spirits coming against “the anointing of the Holy Spirit.”

In 1 John 220, it says, “But ye have an unction from the Holy One, and ye know all
things.” The words “...an unction from the Holy One...” are spe&ing of “an anaointing.” The
anointing isthe Holy Spirit. Christians need to be anointed with the Holy Spirit the same & Jesus
was anointed with the Holy Spirit. Acts 10:38 says, “ How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with
the Holy Ghost and with power: who went about doing goal, and healing dl that were
oppressd of thedevil; for God waswith him.” Thisisthe same anainting that Christians shoud
have. It is very posgble that the antichrist spirits are against this anainting.

Jesus spoke of the purpose for this anainting when He said in John 1426, “But the
Comforter, whichistheHoly Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, heshall teach you
all things, and bring al thingsto your remembrance whatsoever | have said unto you.” This
anointing is goken o very clealy in 1John 227 whereit says, “ But theanointing which ye have
recaved of him abideth in you, and ye neal not that any man teach you: but as the same
anointing teacheth you of all things, and istruth, and isnolie, and even asit hath taught you,
ye shall abidein him.”

Itisvery clea in 1John 227 that the Apaostle Johnistalking abou the Holy Spirit abiding
in Christians. It isaso very clea that the Holy Spirit isto be our teader, na men.

Therefore, if Christians are to walk in the light, as Godisin the light, they need more than
just theWord of God,they also need the anointing of the Holy Spirit abiding in them, to tead them
all things. It seansthe antichrist spiritsare against the anointing, by which Godteatesusall things.

| donat believe aChristian can walk inthelight, as Godisin thelight, withou the anointing
of theHoly Spirit abidinginthem. Thisismy horest opinionconsidering al that the New Testament
teades concerning “the Kingdom of God.” | canna seehow that Christians can be “led by theHoly



Spirit” withou the anointing of the Holy Spirit abiding in them. Y et, Romans 8:14 says, “ For as
many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.”

For some reason, the New Covenant speds a lot abou being led by the Holy Spirit. In
Galatians 5:18 it says, “But if ye beled of the Spirit, ye are not under thelaw.” This ansto
imply that we must be led by the Holy Spirit to be freeof the Law, which could na justify anyone
(Acts 13:38,39.

At the sametime, Galatians 5:16,17tellsus, “ This| say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye
shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh...For the flesh lusteth aganst the Spirit, and the Spirit
aganst theflesh: and these are contrary the oneto theother...”

For some reason or other, it seans we must walk in the Spirit if we aeto walk in the light
asGodisinthelight. Galatians5:25says, “ If welivein the Spirit, let usalsowalk in the Spirit.”
Then in Galatians 6:7,8 it says, “Be not decaved; God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man
soweth, that shall he also reap...For he that soweth to his flesh shall of the flesh reap
corr uption; but hethat soweth to the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap life everlasting.”

Do Christians truly want to “...reap life everlasting?” If we do, then thisishow we doit.
We nedl to “ sow to the Spirit, and walk after the Spirit.”

In the Old Testament it was not possblefor “every individual” to walk after the Spirit. The
Spirit was not given to every individual in the Old Testament. Only the Priests, Prophets, and Kings
had the anointing of the Holy Spirit. Even at that, the anointing they had was not the same & the
anointing of the Holy Spirit we have in the New Covenant.

Jesus spoke alot about the anainting of the Holy Spirit, but He could na tead hisdisciples
at that time on haw to beled by the Holy Spirit, for the Holy Spirit wasnot yet given (John 737,39.
But, Jesusdidtell Hisdisciplesin Acts 1:4,5,8(after He aose ajain from the dead), that they shoud
recave the Holy Spirit.

All thetime Jesus wasteading on*the kingdam of God” He wastalking abou thework of
the Holy Spirit in the New Covenant. It is the Holy Spirit that causes all things that are of God to
manifest in the New Covenant.

Therefore, in 1 John 218291t is ge&king of the anainting of the Holy Spirit, which all
Christians shoud recave. It seansthe antichrist spiritsare ayainst the anainting of the Holy Spirit.

At thistime, let me give alittl e example of the anainting of the Holy Spirit within us, and
how the anainting helps us, and teades us.

Therewas atimethat | had agrowth onmy finger. It was there and growing for abou two
weeks. One day, | was “praying in the Spirit,” whil e driving down the road, and ou of my spirit
came these words, “ Why dorit you curse the roots on that growth andcomnmandit to de andfall
off” ? I immediately cursed theroatsin Jesus' name and commanded them to de andthe growth to
fal off.

It seemed as though nahing happened when | prayed. The growth was gill there. | couldn't
seeany change. For weeks | continued to change the band-aid | had been puiting onit to proted it.
Onething | noticed after aweek or so, wasthat it wasn't getting any larger. It stayed abou the same
size.

Abou amonth later, as| was changing the band-aid, the growth fell off. It come off with the
band-aid when | removed it to pu on anew one. The words | spoke that day (while driving down
the road), caused the growth to die. It did fall off after abou a month. There was not even a mark



whereit had been.

It was “the anointing of the Holy Spirit within me” that hel ped me overcome that growth on
my finger. It was out of my spirit that thewords came“ Why dorit you cursetherootsonthat growth
andcommandit to de andfall off” ?

What came from my spirit agreed with the written Word of God. Whenever the Holy Spirit
brings something to usfrom our spirit it will agreewith thewritten Word of God.What Godteades
usin HisWord can be used by the Holy Spirit to help us when we need help.

If we do nd have the anointing within us, then we hinder the Holy Spirit from helping us
when we neal help. Thisisin every areaof our lives. We need the Written Word of God “to walk
inthelight” as Godisin thelight. We dso need the anainting of the Holy Spirit within usto teah
us al things. The anitchrist spirits are against the Anointed One and against the anainting within
Christians.
