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Introduction

Why did the LORD God creaethisworld aswe seeit today? Why are we here onthis eath
today? The answer to these two questions $houd be known by every personliving today.

God wants peoplein heaven just like His Son, Jesus. God wants people to replaceL ucifer
(Satan) and many angelswhoarenolonger in heaven worshiping beforethethrone of God (Jude 1:6;
2 Peter 2:4; Rev. 4:10,11, 58-14).

God hes already dore dl that He can so that you and | can inherit eternity in heaven, and
worship and praise God before Histhrone. Now, it isupto usindividually, to do ou part and seach
the Scriptures and kelieve the Word of God, and make theright dedsionsin ou lives, that we can
take the placeof those angelsin heaven who left their first estate.

What happened in the beginning that we havethe eath herein God sgrea eternity? The best
way to answer that questionis, Godisal knowing. God hesall knowledge. God hes gred plansfor
everyone who will agreewith God.

Eternity isforever. That iswhat eternity means. In eternity everything existsforever andever.
Godis eternal. That means God is from the beginning of eternity to the end d eternity.

The word God, means “a Deity, supremein power and authority.” Satan isalso cdled “the
god d thisworld” (2 Cor. 4:4). Satan is “deity” also, bu Satan’s deity islimited by God. Satan is
a aeded being, whereas God isthe aedor of al creaed beings.

Man isnat “deity.” Man dces not have “supreme power and authority.” Therefore, manis
always subjed to ahigher power, someonewhois “deity.”

Understanding this, we must seach the Scriptures for the answers to all our question
concerning God and man (also Satan, who is the Devil). Only in the Scriptures will we find the
answersto ou most vital questions.



In The Beginning

The word “beginning” only means the beginning of what is goken df. It does not always
mean the first time something came into existence Many Christians have made mistakes thinking
the word beginning is from the first time something happened.

In Genesis 1:1it says, “In the beginning God created the heaven and the erth.” It does
not say, in the beginning “the LORD Jesus Christ” creded the heavens and the eath.” It says, God
(“elohiym” in the Hebrew) creaed the heavens and the eath. The Hebrew word “elohiym” is the
plural form of the word “el” which is the singular form identifying God.

Thisisimportant to understand, for in John 11-3it says*“ In the beginning wasthe Word,
and the Word was with God, and the Word was God....The same was in the beginning with
God... All thingsweremadeby him; and without him wasnot any thing madethat wasmade.”
Thenin John 110it says, “Hewasin theworld, and theworld wasmade by him, and theworld
knew him not.” Thenin Colossansl:16,17it says, “ For by him wereall thingscreated, that are
in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they bethrones, or dominions,
or principalities, or powers: all thingswere created by him, and for him:...And heisbefore all
things, and by him all things consist.”

Why do we ned al this information? Simply, becaise of two things. One thing is that
English trandations of the Bible do nd tell us everything we neal to known. The other reason is
because of alad of knowledge of what it saysin the Hebrew and Greek we can be mislead andwe
can get into gred error, na knowing thetruth. In Hosea4:6 it says, “ My people are destroyed for
lack of knowledge: becausethou hast rejeded knowledge, | will alsorejed theg that thou shalt
be no priest to me: sedng thou hast forgotten the law of thy God, | will also forget thy
children” Knowledge has been given to usby Godin Hiswritten Word. If wergjed what Godsaid
to usin the Hebrew and Greek, and ony go by the English translations, we culd be deceved by a
ladk of knowledge. God said, if werged the knowledge He gave us, He may also regjed us (Hosea
4:6).

God goes by His Word, nd man’s word. God goes by what He said, nd by what men say.
It isimportant to uncerstand this, and ke doers of the Word of God, nd the words of men.

The word “beginning” in Genesis Chapter One, verse One, tells us that God “in three
persons’ creded the heaven and the eath first.

Theword “beginning” in JohnChapter One, verses One through Threetell susthat “ Jesus”
whoiscdled “theWord of God” reaedaed the eath asit istoday. We seethis mentioned anumber
of times throughou the New Testament.

If only men would understand the Written Word of God, they could become doers of the
Word and nd heaersonly.

Why isit important to understandthat Godin threepersons creded the heavensandthe eaith
in the beginning (the very beginning—before Genesis 1:2)? Simply, becaise alot took dacein
eternity before the LORD God created man in Genesis 2:7. Before the first seven days of this
credion, many things happened in the heavens.

TheBibletellsusalot abou what happened before Genesis 1:2. In Proverbs, 8.22-30it tells
us of when God the Father creaed the eath in the beginning, while the Son d God was with Him,
behalding al that the Father did.



All the angelswere aeaed before Genesis 1:2. In Ezekiel 28:12-20it tell sus of Satan who
was the most beautiful of al the angels. He was before the throne of God. How he walked upand
down in the garden of God. He was perfed in the day that he was creaed (Ezek. 2815).

Thenit tell sus of when Satan’ s heat waslifted upbecause of hisbeauty. How God saw the
iniquity that wasin hm. How that God warned Satan of his destruction and casting out of the third
heavensif he did na repent. Satan rebell ed against God' s plan for him. By hisrebellion kelost his
eternal positionin the third heavens.

Inlsaiah 1412-20it tell susof Lucifer’s(now cdl ed Satan, the Devil ), pasition after “hedid
nat repent,” andwas aready cast down to the eath. Isaiah 1412 says, “How art thou fallen from
heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! how art thou cut down to the ground, which didst
weaken the nations!” Jesus Poke of thistimein Luke 10:18 when He said, “| beheld Satan as
lightning fall from heaven.” Jesus was there in heasren when Lucifer (the Devil), was cast down
tothe eath. The eath wasalrealy there before Genesis 1:2, when Lucifer (the Devil ) was cast down
to the eath.

Before Lucifer (the Devil) was cast down to the eath, he had deceved multit udes of angels.
In Jude 1.6 it says, “And the angels which kept not their first estate, but left their own
habitation, he hath reserved in everlasting chains under darknessunto the judgment of the
great day.” What happened in heaven before this eath as we seeit today? Satan and many angels
were cat out of the third heasens from before the throne of God.

Why wasLucifer (the Devil), andthose agelsinthethird heavensbefore thethrone of God?
God had creaed the angels and had given them knowledge of Hiswill for their eternal existence
Ezekiel 2812 says, “ Son of man, take up alamentation upon theking o Tyrus, and say unto
him, Thus saith the Lord GOD; Thou sealest up the sum, full of wisdom, and perfed in
beauty.” Satan knew thetota plan of Godfor his eternal existence But, he seded it upandwould
nat follow God splanfor hisexistence In ather words, hehad disresped for thewonderful plan God
had for him.

Warning: Never havedisresped for God swonderful planfor your life. Find ou what God' s
planisfor your life. Then be adoer of what God danned for your eterndl life.

What was Satan and the angels that left their first estate doing in hearen? From the
Scriptures, we can seethat they were praising and worshiping God kefore His throne in heaven.
Satan was anointed with beauty andthe aility tolead in praise and worship. The angels were there
following the leading of Lucifer (now cdl ed Satan), asthey praised and worshiped God kefore His
throne.

So, what happened inthe heavensbefore Genesis 1:2? Godwasin heaven. Many angelswere
still in heaven. Michad and his angels were still there. Gabriel and his angels were still there. But,
the angels who were there to praise and worship God kefore His throne ae no longer there.

But, God the Father had a Son, whom we know as Jesus. Jesus was the only Son that God
the Father had. God dd na have any other Son's. God the Father did na have any daughters. God
the Father did na have any other children.

God the Father loved His Son, Jesus. Therefore, God reveded His plan from the beginning
to His Son, Jesus. If welookin the Scriptures we will findalot of information onwhat took dace
in heaven before Genesis 1:2.

Remember, God hes all wisdom, knowledge, and undrstanding. God creded “wisdom,



knowledge, and uncderstanding.” God hes foreknowledge of all things. God knavsthe end from the
beginning. “God isSpirit.” Godisomnipaotent. That is, “God hasunlimited pover and authority.”
Godisaso omnipresent. That is, “Godis everywhere & all times.”

Beingthat Godisomnipatent and annipresent, God krew beforeLucifer (now cdl ed Satan),
rebelled and was cast out of the third heaven, what He would do after Satan was cast out of the
heavens. God rever does anything because of what Satan dces or becaise of what man dces. God
does everything He does smply, becaise Heis God. There never was a God li ke Him, before Him,
andtherewill never by aGodlike Him after Him. Heisforever and ever andthereisnonre other like
Him.

Hereit isimportant to mention that God reveds thingsto us at different timesin dff erent
ways. Sometimes Godrevedsthingsto us concerning the future (that is, things that have not as yet
happened in ou time). Sometimes, Godrevedsthingsto usthat have dready happened (that islong
before we even knew we existed). Sometimes God spe&ks to us from His foreknowledge of things
He knows abou the future, bu we did na know them. Sometimes God spe&ks to us from His
pasitionin heaven (wherethereisnotime, it isalwaysnow in heavzen). Weneed the help of theHoly
Spirit to know what basis God is using when Herevedsthingsto us. Isit present tense, past tense,
or future tense?

In Proverbs 8:30,31.it tell us of when the Son d God was with the Father already when the
world wasfirst creaed. It says, “ Then | wasby him, asonebrought up with him: and | wasdaily
hisdelight, rejoicing dwaysbefore him...Rgoicingin thehabitablepart of hisearth; and my
delightswerewith the sons of men.” Hereit tell susthe Son d Godwasregoicing, and celighting
over the sons of men. In the natural, there were no sons of men at that timein eternity. They were
not creaed yet at that time. The Son d God creaed manin Genesis2:7. Therefore, what isreveded
in Proverbs 8:31is the foreknowledge of God, reveding the timewe aeliving at thistime.

Hebrews 12:2 says, “ L ooking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for
thejoy that was st before him endured the cross despising the shame, and is st down at the
right hand of thethroneof God.” Jesus saw our redemptionarealy beforewewere aeaed. Jesus
saw how that He would go to the aossand dHliver us from the powers of Satan, into the kingdom
of God. Jesus knew then already, what He would dowhen He went to the Crossfor us. For Jesus,
He endured the doss knowing the end results.

Understand, it was Jesusas“the LORD God,” who creaged man in the beginning (Gen. 27).
It was Jesus who spoke in Genesis 2:15, saying, “And | will put enmity between theeand the
woman, and between thy seal and her sedl; it shall bruisethy head, and thou shalt bruisehis
hed.” The Gospel was preatied to Adam and Evein the garden of Eden after they had sinned (after
sin alrealy entered into mankind). Adam and Eve' s snswere paid for by theblood d the Lamb that
wasdlainfrom thefoundation o theworld (Rev. 138). God hed already dedared sal vationfor Adam
and Eve before they were aeaed (before the foundation d the world). It isthe same with ustoday.
Before we were born into thisworld, Jesus had already paid the pricefor our sins and iniquiti es.

Doesthismean that Adam and Evewill bein heaven regardlessof what they did? No. Adam
andEve, just like anyone dse must believe onthe only begotten Son d God and repent andreceve
Him if they are to enter into heaven. But, the oppatunity for them to inherit eterna lifein heaven
was just as much for them asit isfor us today. Jesus was nat speging only to afew when He said,
“...that repentanceand remisson of sins sould be preached in his hame among dl nations,



beginning at Jerusalem” (Luke 24:47). What Jesus reveded to usin Luke 24:47 was establi shed
before Adam and Eve were aeded and still halds for today.

So what happened between Genesis 1:1 and Genesis 1:2? Lucifer (now cdled Satan), andall
the other angelswere aeded. Lucifer decaved many of the angels andthey left their first estatein
heaven. They followed Lucifer, rather than the plan God hed for them in heaven. Therefore, those
whoGodcreaed to praise andworship beforethethrone of Godarenolonger there. Therewasroom
for someone dse to come and praise and worship before the throne in heaven.

BeforeLucifer andthe angelsthat left their first estatewere cast out of thethird heavens, they
knew God's plans for their existence God hed creded them as angels. They had their beginning
before the throne of God. They had the highest pasition anyone could have from the time that they
were aeded.

Lucifer (now cdled Satan), and the angels that left their first estate had never experienced
anything other then thewonderful, glorious, love andgraceof God. They may nat have had any idea
of what hell was like, and what it would be for them if they had na chosen to dothe will of God
themselves. They were aeaed before the throne of God and hed never been anywhere dse before
they were aeded.

God had given them His Word, and they knew why God creaed them and what their future
wasto be. If they had believed God and nd listened to Lucifer, they would still bein heaven before
the throne of God. But, they listened to “the wrong voice” the voice of the Devil. They followed
Lucifer (the Devil), and left their first estate.

That iswhen God reveded His plan for this eath and you and I. What was His plan?

First, it tellsusthe eath was aready here, andit was at onetimeinhabited. We do nd know
what kind d credures inhabited the eath in the beginning. Those who have studied the eath and
itsfoundhtion say the eath is many milli ons of yeasold. God dd na say it isnot millions of yeas
old. God dd na say that some of the bores and fossl s that are being foundwere not from before
Genesis 1:2. The Bibledoestell susabou the aedion d thiseath andthefirst floodthat took dace
before the world we seenow was reaeaed.

Christians get into error when they believe the teadings of men and say the eath is only
abou 6,000yeas old. The Bible does nat say that. Thereis alot of information in the Bible that
provesit isover 6,000yeasold. Peter spokeof it in 2Peter 3:5,6,saying, “ For thisthey willi ngly
are ignor ant of, that by theword of God the heavens were of old, and the earth standing out
of thewater and in thewater...Whereby thewor|d that then was, being overflowed with water,
perished” Careful study of the Greek provesthat Peter wasnot speking of theflood d Noah' stime.
Ignorance by Christians cause many problems for other Christians, the world, and even the Holy
Spirit. Godis not pleased when Christians tead things that do nd agreewith the Scriptures.

Now look at what it saysin John 335, “ The Father loveth the Son, and hath given all
things into his hand.” What does it mean by “all things’? Simply, it means what it says, “all
things.” Lookwhat it saysin Acts 2:36," Therefore let all the house of Israel know asauredly,
that God hath made that same Jesus, whom ye have crucified, both Lord and Christ.” What
doesit mean by God heth made Jesus“LORD”? Lord in the Greek means, “ supreme in authority.”
When dd God make Jesus “supreme in authority”?

Theanswer is Smple, when God,through HisSoncreaed al that wascreaedin Genesis 1:2-
2:25.All thingswere aeded by Him andfor Him (John 13; Col. 1:16,17 Heb. 1:2; Rev. 1.8, 411).



It wastheLORD JesusChrist, Himself, that creaed mankindto becomelikeHim and partake
of Hisdivine nature (Gen. 126,27, 27, 1Cor. 1549). God wants more sons and daughters exadly
like His Son, Jesus. God wants people who were aeded by Jesusto be like Jesusin every areaof
their lives.

Godwanted to replacethe angelsfrom beforethethrone of Godwith peoplewhowill praise
and worship Him forever and ever. Look at Revelation 48-11 which says, “ And the four beasts
had each of them six wingsabout him; and they werefull of eyeswithin: and they rest not day
and night, saying, Holy, holy, holy, Lord God Almighty, which was, and is, and is to
come... And when thosebeastsgiveglory and honour and thanksto him that sat on thethrone,
wholiveth for ever and ever,...Thefour and twenty eldersfall down before him that sat on the
throne, and wor ship himthat liveth for ever and ever, and cast their crownsbefore thethrone,
saying,...Thou art worthy, O Lord, to receve glory and honour and power: for thou hast
created all things, and for thy pleasure they are and were created.”

Who arethe four and twenty elders? They are people who oleyed the LORD inthislife and
are now in heaven praising and worshiping before the throne, where Lucifer (the Devil), and the
angelsthat left their first estate were & onetime.

How many Christians truly desire to be anong those in Revelation 48-11? Thisis God' s
perfed plan for thase who have been given life on this eath. It is not just for Christians, bu for
everyone who was ever born into this world. (But to get there, they must first become Christians
through the New Birth (John 36)).

Why didn't Godjust smply creageusin heaven like Hedid with Lucifer andthe angelswho
left their first estate? Let me give youwhat | fed istrue.

Godalrealy had asituationwhereby Lucifer andthe angelswholeft thelr first estate deaded
naot to follow God's plan for their lives. What happened was that, “sin and iniquity had manifest in
heaven.” God canna have fell owship with sin and iniquity. God loves His heaven and desires to
have only thase in heaven who will doHiswill, na their own will and nd the will of Satan. Only
those who are willi ng, and want to serve aGod d Love, peacgandjoy will bein heaven.

Godisnat interested in having anyonein heaven that isnot willi ng to doHiswill . God daes
not need ancther like Lucifer upin heaven. God daes nat need angels that leave their cdling to
follow the Devil . God daesnot want anyonein heaven who daesnot love Him, and goes off to serve
another spirit being. God orly desiresthase in heaven who are willi ng to believe Him, trust in Him
and serve Him only.

God creaed Lucifer andthe angelswith afreewill to chocseif they wanted Godto betheir
God or would they rebel against Godto serve ancther? In heaven there can benorewho do nd love
the LORD our Godwith all their heat, mind, soul, and strength. That is God sfirst commandment.
Only those who will obey God and love God will bein heaven.

The angelshad a dhoicein heaven. They could love God and serve God, a they could rebel
and serve the Devil (Lucifer). Many angels choose to serve the Devil .

Therefore, because God canna have fell owship with sin or the works of darkness God hed
HisSoncredeman dowvn hereoneath. Satan wasalready here oneath when manwascreded. God
gave man a dhoice between serving the Devil or serving God.

Inthe garden of Eden thereweretwo trees, thetreeof life andthe treeof knowledge of good
and evil. The treeof life represented the LORD God Himself. Jesus is the treeof life. If you dorit



believe it now, youwill when you leare this eath. Satan represents the treeof knowledge of good
and evil. If you dorit believe it now, youwill when leave this eath.

Onthetreeof life, thereisthe fruit of eternal life. On thetreeof the knowledge of goodand
evil there aetwo fruits. Thereis the knowledge of good, and there is the knowledge of evil. Both
of these fruits will produce deah. Those that ea of the fruit of the treeof knowledge of goodand
evil will experiencedeah. Thefirst deah they will experienceis physicd deah. The second ceah
they will experienceis eternal deah. SeeRevelation, Chapter twenty.

The GoodNewsis, that through the new birth (John 36) we can recave dernal life, which
overcomes eternal deah. Eterna life dways destroys eternal deah. Jesus had eternal life when He
came into thisworld ban o the Holy Spirit and Mary. Jesus overcome dernal deah for all those
whowill receve Him astheir LORD and Savior.

Jesus aso overcame physicd deah for those who will recaeve Him as their LORD and
Savior. But for anyone to benefit from what Jesus did for them, they must recave Jesus Christ as
their LORD and Savior and continue to keep Him astheir LORD and Savior.

Godcould have aeded usin heaven asHedid with Lucifer andthe angelsthat left their first
estate. But God has chosen to creae man here oneath, where Satan was cast down to. God dd that
so that we @wuld dedade for ourselveswhowe will obey. God a Satan? Whowill we serve, God a
Satan? Who will we follow, Jesus or the Devil ? We must choase here on eath, who will be our
God? Who will be our master? The dhoiceis ours, na Gods and nd the Devils. We must chocse
whowe will serve?

If we make theright choice and choase to serve Jesus Christ as our LORD and Savior, then
when we leave this eath we will spend eternity with Jesus Christ and God the Father. If we do nd
choase to make Jesus Christ our LORD and Savior, wewill automaticaly end upin hell servingthe
Devil.

The angels were tempted to serve Lucifer and many of them foll owed him. Those that did
are now being held to be forever with Satan in hell. They made their choice

What abou people hereoneath?What choicewill t hey make? Will t hey lovethe LORD our
Godwith all their heat, mind, soul, and strength? Or, will they love the world and all that it hasto
offer? Satanisthegod d thisworld (2 Cor. 4:4). If we servetheworld we automaticaly are serving
Satan, whoisthe god d thisworld.

To love the world and the things of thisworld is a so choasing to serve the Devil . In 1John
2:15-17says, “Lovenot theworld, neither thethingsthat are in theworld. If any man lovethe
world, theloveof theFatherisnot in him....For all that isintheworld, thelust of theflesh, and
thelust of the g/es, and the pride of life, isnot of the Father, but is of the world....And the
world passth away, and thelust thereof: but hethat doeth thewill of God abideth for ever.”
Many Christians go aroundasthough these verses arenct in the Bible. Do na become one of them.
Maketheright choice andchooseto foll ow Jesusand nd lovetheworld andthethingsof thisworld.

Jesus spoketo the Church of the Laodiceans concerning this ssmething. Jesus said, “ 1 know
thy works, that thou art neither cold nor hot: | would thou wert cold or hot.... Sothen because
thou art lukewarm, and neither cold nor hot, | will spuetheeout of my mouth... Becausethou
sayest, | am rich, and increased with goads, and have need of nothing; and knowest not that
thou art wretched, and miserable, and poor, and blind, and naked” (Rev. 3:15-17).

Itis sad that many Christians desire the things of thisworld more than they desirethe LORD



our God. Many Christians have their eyes uponmaterial things when they shoud be seeking the
things of heaven insteal. In Colosgans 3:1,2 says, “If ye then be risen with Christ, seek those
thingswhich are above, where Christ sitteth on the right hand of God....Set your affedion on
things above, not on thingson the erth.”

We shoud be getting into the Word of God to find out what God hes to say? Rather than
what men haveto say? TheWord of Godistruth. The Scripture saysin Numbers23:19,“ God isnot
aman, that heshould lie; neither theson of man, that heshould repent: hath hesaid, and shall
henot doit? ar hath hespoken, and shall henot makeit goad?” Whenit saysthat “ God isnot
aman, that he should lie...” that means that some men are liars. Let us believe God, nd men.

We shoud know the way that Satan works to decave Christians. In Mark, Chapter Four,
Jesustold ushow that Satan comesto kego usfrom beaing fruit unto eternal lifein heaven. In Mark
4:13,Jesus sid, “Know yenot thisparable? and how then will yeknow all parables?” Itisvery
important that Christians understand this parable.

In Mark 4:14-19, Jesus sad, “ The sower soweth theword.... And these are they by the
way side, wheretheword is oswn; but when they have heard, Satan cometh immediately, and
taketh away theword that was own in their hearts... And these are they likewise which are
sown on stony ground; who, when they have heard the word, immediately receve it with
gladness...And have no root in themselves, and so endure but for a time: afterward, when
affliction or perseaution ariseth for theword's sake, immediately they are offended... And these
are they which are sown among thorns; such as hear theword,.. And the aresof thisworld,
and the decatfulnessof riches, and thelusts of other things entering in, choketheword, and
it becometh unfruitful.”

First, “ Satan cometh immediately, and taketh away the word that was wn in their
hearts’ (Mark 4:15). Many Christians never get very far before Satan steds the Word from their
heat. Seacondy, some “have no roat in themselves, and so endure but for a time: afterward,
when affliction or perseaution ariseth for the word's sake, immediately they are offended”
(Mark 4:17). Thirdly, Satan uses*“thecaresof thisworld, and thedecetfulnessof riches, and the
lusts of other things entering in, choketheword, and it becometh unfruitful” (Mark 4:19).

How many Christians today are willi ng to spendtime with God in the Word andin praying
in the Spirit that they will not be deceved by the Devil li kethosein Mark Chapter Four? Whereis
our heat? Whoisour Master?

InRomans6:16it says, “ Know yenot, that towhom yeyield your selves ervantsto doey,
his servants ye are to whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto
righteousness?” Don't Christians know that if they serve the Devil he will become their master?
Why nat make afina deasionandfoll ow Jesusin everything Hetold usto dd? Why giveupaplace
in heaven for the things of this world?

The things of thisworld are only temporal. The things of heaven are @erna (2 Cor. 4:18).
Which will you choase? Who will you serve? It isal upto you. God arealy did all He could to
make it possblefor youto serve Jesus Christ andrgjed anything that Satan hasto doffer. Say No to
Satan (the Devil), and say Y esto Jesus!
